‘The session on Indonesia at the meeting last year was very useful to put together the ground of a campaign, and this campaign started quite well and is one of the relevant forest issue in Europe. It would be nice to have an opportunity to strengthen this coalition work. From the political side, there is an interesting link to the REDD issue, but this doesn't cover the market aspect, which at the 
moment is maybe even more crucial. By the way we discovered that in these months APP is launching an aggressive campaign to penetrate massively the European market, which will result in an increase hunger of fibres and more and more conversion of natural forests into plantations’

[B] The EU Expert Group on LULUCF

· In April, the European Commission set up an Expert group to develop recommendations on what to do with emissions from forests and agriculture within the EU. While there are many in the expert group who would like to see forests in some way benefit financially from some link with the EU Emissions Trading Scheme or some other way of accounting for carbon in forests, there is also space to discuss entirely different ways of reducing emissions from forest use and explore policies that would incentivise building forest resilience without carbon accounting. If that were possible, it could have an effect on EU position in international climate negotiations and REDD position. FERN is on this expert group, as is Birdlife, representing EEB. This session is meant to give an update on the work programme and discussions to date in the Expert group and brainstorm how to best use this group to build up pressure for better policies that incentivise forest resilience and changes to unsustainable forest use in the EU.
